EQUINE PROFESSIONAL IS NOT LIABLE FOR AN INJURY TO OR THE DEATH OF A
PARTICIPANT IN EQUINE ACTIVITIES RESULTING FROM THE INHERENT RISKS OF
EQUINE ACTIVITIES.

ALL HORSES MUST HAVE HAD A NEGATIVE EIA TEST WITHIN THE PAST 12 MONTHS.
COPIES OF THE EIA TEST FORM MUST ACCOMPANY ENTRY OR BE PRESENTED TO
THE SHOW SECRETARY BEFORE SHOWING

THERE WILL BE A $35 LATE FEE PER HORSE FOR ENTRIES POSTMARKED AFTER
MON, AUG 24TH, 20009.

ENTRIES: Post entries will be accepted up until one hour before beginning of each session. An office
charge of $10.00 per class or $25 per Section will be made for any changes unless an official add/scratch
form is filled out before 5 PM each day. ENTRY FEES MUST BE PAID BEFORE NUMBERS CAN
BE ISSUED. Entries must be properly completed with all information required by USEF Rules. ALL
NUMBERS FOR HORSE AND RIDER, THE OWNER'S SOCIAL SECURITY NO. AND PROPER
SIGNATURES MUST BE PROVIDED ON ENTRY BLANK.

REFUNDS: Entry fees will be refunded upon receipt of a written request prior to close of entries. After
that date any refunds will require presentation of a Veterinarian Certificate (or Physicians statement for
the rider) stating that the horse (or rider) is unable to perform in the classes entered. Nomination fees are
non-refundable at any time.

STALLS: Box stalls will be available at $140. There will be a $45.00 Grounds Fee for any horse not
stabling under the show arena complex. STALL DOORS MAY NOT BE REMOVED UNDER ANY
CIRCUMSTANCE, EVEN IF REHUNG. Only shavings may be used for bedding and must be
purchased on the grounds. Stalls are 12 x 12 WOODEN box stalls with doors.

HORSES ARRIVING PRIOR TO WED BEFORE SHOW WILL BE CHARGED $25/DAY EARLY
FEE. Stall fees are not refundable.

DRUGS & MEDICATIONS: Current USEF rules relating to drugs and medications will be enforced.
Each horse must pay USEF testing fee

ATTIRE: Riders must be properly attired. Protective head gear ASTM/SEI approved must be worn at
all times when mounted. Numbers must be worn and clearly visible. See USEF Rule GR 318.
Schooling times will be announced and posted.

DOGS: No dogs are allowed on the premises unless the owner is willing to keep the animal confined AT
ALL TIMES. $200 FINE WILL BE IMPOSED. The owner risks the right to remain on the premises
for the show. This rule will be strictly enforced. Non-compliance will result in calling Bexar Co. Animal
Warden to take dog. Individuals must not lead dogs on a leash while mounted.

GOLF CARTS/MOTORIZED VEHICLES: Pursuant to USEF Rule GR301 5.(a)

Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the
state in which they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind, including, but
not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles, on the competition grounds of
recognized competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the above described
motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver’s license. Violations
of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are
responsible for the child committing the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of the child, parent(s),
guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and
charges being filed against any of the above individuals in accordance with Rule 7. Wheelchairs and
other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.

HUNTER CLASSES: All classes will be judged on performance and soundness unless otherwise noted

ORDER OF GO AND ONE MINUTE RULE: See USEF Rule JP 111. IT IS THE RIDER'S
RESPONSIBILITY TO MAKE SURE HIS NUMBERS ARE ON THE JUMPING ORDER BEFORE
THE CLASS BEGINS.



PRIZES: Described under individual Divisions. Champion & Reserve in Hunter Sections will be
awarded to the top two of the four horses in the section (GR 333.6). Champion & Reserve in Jumper
Sections shall be awarded to the 2 horses which have accumulated the most points in their respective
classes. Ties in Jumper Classes will be jumped off for first place only. Ties for all other places will be
determined by the fastest time in the first round among those with equal faults. Ties for Champion or
Reserve remain tied. PRIZE MONEY MAY BE DEDUCTED FROM ENTRY FEES OR PRIZE
MONEY CHECKS WILL BE MAILED NO LATER THAN 2 WEEKS AFTER SHOW.

6)USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA endorsed Reining
Competitions; 8) Opportunity classes 9) Citizens of other nations who have proof, in English, of
current membership in good standing of their own National Federation; 10)USEA beginner novice
division; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes.
